Below are three hypothetical capital cases. The prosecution is arguing that each of these defendants is deserving of the death penalty. We ask you to choose one case and put forward the strongest argument in support of a life sentence. Mitigating features should be specific to the case as well as generic. You must assume for the purposes of these case studies that the evidence is overwhelming and the jury has convicted. Your argument should be no more than 350 words and we encourage you to use close to the maximum.

Case Study J: 

The Defendant, J, has been convicted of one count of first degree murder. The Defendant, who is 41 years old, is a practising homosexual. On a Saturday night, J visited one of the gay bars in the city. He struck up a conversation with a fellow customer and at the end of the night, J was invited back to the man’s apartment. Two days later, the cleaner of the man’s residence found his body. He had been stabbed fourteen times and there was evidence of sexual assault post-mortem. A substantial amount of cash and the deceased’s credit cards were stolen. J was arrested two weeks later attempting to withdraw cash from a ATM. J has a previous conviction twelve years ago for indecent assault upon a minor; he touched a young boy in the supermarket. He has other previous convictions for minor offences of dishonesty. He has had no contact with his family who are strong in their religious principles and chose to sever all ties some years ago. However since his arrest, he has rekindled his relationship with his sister and both parents. He has a sporadic employment history. 

Case Study G: 

The Defendant, G, has been convicted of one count of first degree murder. G is 21 years-old and grown up in the inner city housing projects. He has previous convictions for possession of a firearm and possession with intent to supply crack cocaine. He served a short custodial sentence on both occasions. Following contentious drug deals, G finds himself in a long-running feud with a rival drug dealer, K. After a spate of minor skirmishes largely instigated by K - including K shooting a gun into G’s grandmother’s house late at night – G decides to enact revenge. Along with two other members of his gang, G drives into the rival’s territory, identifies K’s sister walking home from her night-shift at a local hotel, and shoots her multiple times. She dies instantly. Working on a tip-off, the police infiltrate the gang through covert recordings. G is heard to be bragging about the shooting. G comes from a religious family who remain loyal to him. He has three children from different relationships, yet he has little contact with them. 

Case Study F: 

The Defendant, F, has been convicted of one count of first degree murder. F is 34 years old. At the age of 18, he was convicted of second degree murder and sentenced to a life sentence (without the possibility of parole or early release). F had been to a party and in the early hours of the morning decided to catch a taxi to his house. An argument ensued over the fare and F shot and killed the taxi driver. While serving his sentence and over a period of several months, F and three other inmates devised a plan to escape the prison. They decided that it would start during a routine education class in his unit. During the attempt, a teacher in the class tried to stop F. A scuffle ensued and F stabbed the teacher to death using a shank. F has no contact with any friends or family on the outside. While serving his sentence at the state penitentiary, F had incurred two disciplinary infractions for taking extra food during meal times and spending too long in the recreational area. He has been diagnosed as suffering post-traumatic stress disorder as a result of his lengthy incarceration. 
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
